How did it impact
how things went for Peter and John?

6. Looking at verse 19, why was Peter and John’s response so perfect? How do you think it
impacted how the Religious Leaders responded to them?

Read Acts 4:23-31

7. If you were part of the group that day, how do you think you would be feeling when Peter &
John described what happened?

8. Do you think your prayer would have been different than what we see they prayed?

9. When you hear the word ‘boldness’, who or what comes to mind for you?
